September 13th - Along the Channel Coast

September 14th - Normandy: Where Freedom Returned

For many travelers, today becomes the emotional centerpiece of the journey. Standing atop
the cliffs of Pointe du Hoc, we'll see where U.S. Army Rangers scaled sheer rock faces under
intense enemy fire on D-Day. We continue to Omaha Beach, forever remembered as one of
the most heroic battlefields in American history.
